The 
class size will be limited to 15 residents on a first-come, first-served basis.  
Applicants not selected for the current session will be considered for 
subsequent sessions unless otherwise indicated by applicant. 
 
Citizen Police Academy classes will be held every Tuesday evening from 
7:00pm until approximately 9:00pm in the Township Building.  
 
The purpose of the academy is to provide township residents with a basic 
knowledge of various police functions in a fun and interactive way.  
Graduates will not be certified in any way to enforce the law.
